Coffee, sodas, and tea are diuretics. They makausinate and accelerate the effects of dehydratio

Early use of oxygen can counter mild symptongh{theadedness and confusion).

Long flights at high altitudes (colder temperag)rcan diminish sense of thirst (blood vesselearextremities constrict) an
delay the onset of symptoms.

Descent to warmer temperatures can lead to detigdibecause as the body warms it demands mads.flikeep drinking
during descent.

Gatorade, Sportade, etc. help the body absadsfguicker. These drinks also help replenish aots lost to sweating (tow
pilots).
