Currency versus proficiency

Really ... There IS a difference. Just because the FAA says you are current doesn’t that mean you are
proficient Currency is, basically, a minimum established by the FAA. Flying is a skill that will atrophy
if unused, and going for the "legal" amount of time between flights just to stay current will affect many of
your flying skills, from motor skills (like flying on tow or landing) to judgment (forgetting to account for
winds on landing, forgetting checklists, poor radio usage, etc.). So, how does one remain proficient?
FLY - and fly more often! The more you fly, the sharper your skills remain, the better you fly, and the
better you are on the equipment. Consider asking one of our instructors to go with you. So make flying
a routine habit!

They are
set up with a blade fuse and a more robust fuse holder. The new
batteries are 12V 8.5AmpHTr (the same physical size as the older
7.0AmpHr battery) and should serve the club for another 2.5
years.

Fuses.. ever get ready to go fly only to discover that the
electronics do not work. Then you find that the problem is
the fuse blew and you were not able to find one at the club?
We were using old style "buss" fuses, we still have some of
our older batteries using the buss fuses. The new connection
fuse holder is for "blade" type fuses. | would recommend
pilots keep a supply of 5Amp fuses in their car just for that
one time that someone used the last fuse at the club and has
not had a chance to replace it or tell anyone. | have set up a
plastic box in the club maintenance trailer with battery
wiring supplies, fuse holders and spare fuses of both types.
